� Wash all parts in hot soapy water,
then dry.

� Alternatively they are dishwasher
safe and can be washed on the top
rack of your dishwasher. Avoid
placing items on the bottom rack
directly over the heating element. A
short low temperature (Maximum
50°C) programme is recommended.
