If a few seconds elapse between temporary customising of
the aroma and delivery of the beverage, the aroma returns
to the default value ( () AUTO).

9.2 Making automatic recipes using coffee
beans

A Important!

Do not use green, caramelised or candied coffee beans as they
could stick to the coffee mill and make it unusable.

1. Fill the container (A4) (fig. 8) with coffee beans;

2. Place under the coffee spouts (A14):
- 1 cup, if you want to make 1 coffee (fig. 9);
- 2 cups, if you want to make 2 coffees (see note at end of
section).

3. Lower the spouts as near as possible to the cup. This makes
a creamier coffee (fig. 10);

9.4 Adjusting the coffee mill

The coffee mill is set by default to prepare coffee correctly and
should not require regulating initially.

However, if after making the first few coffees you find that the
coffee is either too weak and not creamy enough or delivery is
too slow (a drop at a time), this can be corrected by adjusting
the grinding adjustment dial (A3) (fig. 7).

Please note:
The grinding adjustment dial must only be turned when the
coffee mill is in operation, in the initial stage of beverage
preparation.

If the coffee is delivered too slowly or not
atall, turn one click clockwise towards 7.
For fuller bodied creamier coffee, turn
one click anticlockwise towards 1 (do not
turn more than one click at a time other-
wise the coffee could be delivered a drop

atatime).

These adjustments will only be evident after at least 2 cups of
coffee have been delivered. If this adjustment does not obtain
the desired result, turn the dial another click.

9.5 Tips for a hotter coffee

For hotter coffee, you should:

- perform a rinse cycle by selecting the “Rinsing” function in
the settings menu (section “8.1 Rinsing”);
warm the cups with hot water using the hot water function
(see section“12. Delivering hot water”);

«increase the coffee temperature in the “Settings” menu
(see section “8.6 General”).

10. MAKING CAPPUCCINOS AND MILK-BASED

To avoid milk with poor froth or large bubbles, always clean
the milk container lid (D2) and hot water connection noz-
zle (A15) as described in sections “10.4 Cleaning the milk
container after use”, “14.10 Cleaning the milk container”
and“14.11 Cleaning the hot water nozzle”.

10.1 Filling and attaching the milk container

7. Place asufficiently large cup under the coffee spouts (A14)
and frothed milk spout (D5). Adjust the length of the milk
spout. To move it nearer the cup, simply pull it downwards
(fig.17);

Follow the instructions below for each function.

m Please note:

For a denser more even froth, you must use skimmed or par-

tially skimmed milk at refrigerator temperature (about 5°C).

Frothing quality may differ according to:

- thetype of milk or plant-based drink used, or

- the individual brand, ingredients and nutritional
values.

If“Energy Saving”mode is enabled, you may have to wait a

few seconds before the beverage is delivered.

10.2 Adjusting the amount of froth

Turn the froth adjustment dial (D1) to adjust the amount of froth
on the milk delivered while making cappuccinos and milk-based
coffees.

13.1 Tips for using steam to froth milk
When choosing the size of the container, bear in mind that
the liquid doubles or triples in volume.

« Foraricher denserfroth, use skimmed or partially skimmed
milk at refrigerator temperature (about 5°C).
For a creamier froth, rotate the container with slow move-
ments in an upward direction.

+ Toavoid milk with poor froth or large bubbles, always clean
the spout (C6) as described in the following section.

13.2 Clean the hot water/steam spout after use
Always clean the hot water/steam spout (C6) after use to avoid
the build-up of milk residues and prevent it from clogging.

1. Placeacontainer under the hot water/steam spout and de-
liver a little water (see section “12. Delivering hot water”).
Then stop the delivery of hot water by pressing [@j (B5)

d (83).

2. Walt a few minutes for the hot water/steam spout to cool
down, then extract (fig. 15) by pressing the release button
(C7). Hold the spout with one hand and with the other,
turn the cappuccino maker and pull it downwards (fig. 21).

3. Also remove the steam connection nozzle by pulling it
downwards (fig. 22).



4. Check the hole in the connection nozzle is not blocked. If
necessary, clean using a toothpick.

5. Wash all parts of the spout thoroughly with a sponge and
warm water.

6. Insert the connection nozzle, then the cappuccino maker
on the nozzle by pushing it upwards and turning it clock-
wise until it is attached.

14. CLEANING

14.1 Cleaning the machine

The following parts of the machine must be cleaned regularly:

- theappliance’s internal circuit;

- coffee grounds container (A20);

- drip tray (A24), condensate tray (A16) and grille (A23);

- watertank (A18);

- coffee spouts (A14);

- pre-ground coffee funnel (A6);

- infuser (A9), accessible after opening the infuser door
(A10);

- milk container (D);

- hot water/steam connection nozzle (A15);

- hot water/steam spout (C6 - see section “13.2 Clean the
hot water/steam spout after use”)

A Important!

« Donot use solvents, abrasive detergents or alcohol to clean
the coffee machine. With De’Longhi superautomatic coffee
machines, you need not use chemical products to clean the
machine.

« None of the components of the appliance can be washed
in a dishwasher with the exception of the drip tray grille
(A23) and milk container (D).

« Do not use metal objects to remove encrustations or coffee
deposits as they could scratch metal or plastic surfaces.

14.2 (leaning the machine's internal circuit

If the appliance is not used for more than 3/4 days, before using

it again, we strongly recommend switching it on and:

- performing 2/3 rinse cycles (see section “8.1 Rinsing”);

- delivering hot water for a few seconds (section “12. Deliv-
ering hot water ).

Please note:

After cleaning, it is normal for the grounds container (A20) to
contain water.

14.3 (Cleaning the coffee grounds container

When “Empty grounds container” appears on the display (B1),
the grounds container must be emptied and cleaned. The ap-
pliance cannot be used to make coffee until you have cleaned
the grounds container (A20). Even if not full, the empty grounds
container message appears on the display 72 hours after the

first coffee has been prepared. For the 72 hours to be calculated
correctly, the machine must never be turned off with the main
switch (A7).

& Important! Danger of burns

If you make a number of cappuccinos one after the other, the
metal cup tray (A21) becomes hot. Wait for it to cool down be-
fore touching it and handle it from the front only.

To clean (with the machine on):

+ Remove the drip tray (A24) (fig. 23), empty and clean.

« Empty the grounds container (A20) and clean thoroughly
to remove all residues left on the bottom. This can be done
with the spatula on the brush (C5) provided.

«  (heck the condensate tray (A16) (red) and empty if
necessary.

& Important!

When removing the drip tray, the grounds container must be
emptied, even if it contains few grounds.

If this is not done, when you make the next coffees, the grounds
container may fill up more than expected and clog the machine.

14.4 (leaning the drip tray and condensate tray

Important!

The drip tray (A24) is fitted with a level indicator (A22) (red)
showing the level of water it contains (fig. 24). Before the in-
dicator protrudes from the cup tray (A21), the drip tray must be
emptied and cleaned, otherwise the water may overflow the
edge and damage the appliance, the surface it rests on or the
surrounding area.

To remove the drip tray:

1. Remove the drip tray and the coffee grounds container
(A20) (fig. 23);

2. Remove the cup tray (A21) and drip tray grille (A23), then
empty the drip tray and grounds container and wash all
components;

3. (Check the red condensate tray (A16) and empty if
necessary;

4. Replace the drip tray complete with grille and grounds
container.

14.5 C(leaning the inside of the coffee machine

Abanger of electric shock!

Before cleaning internal parts, the machine must be turned off
(see section “7. Turning the appliance off”) and unplugged from
the mains power supply. Never immerse the coffee machine in
water.



1. Check regularly (about once a month) that the inside of
the appliance (accessible after removing the drip tray, A24)
is not dirty. If necessary, remove coffee deposits with the
brush (C5) supplied and a sponge;

2. Remove all the residues with a vacuum cleaner (fig. 25).

14.6 Cleaning the water tank

1. Clean the water tank (A18) regularly (about once a month)
and whenever you replace the water softener filter (C4) (if
provided) with a damp cloth and a little mild washing up
liquid;

2. Remove the filter (C4) (if present) and rinse with running
water;

3. Replace the filter (if provided), fill the tank with fresh
water and replace the tank;

4. (Models with water softener filter only) Deliver 100ml of
water to reactivate the filter.

14.7 Cleaning the coffee spouts

1. Clean the coffee spouts (A14) regularly with a sponge or
cloth (fig. 26A);

2. Check that the holes in the coffee spouts are not blocked.
If necessary, remove coffee deposits with a toothpick (fig.
26B).

14.8 Cleaning the pre-ground coffee funnel

Check regularly (about once a month) that the pre-ground
coffee funnel (A6) is not blocked. If necessary, remove coffee
deposits with the brush (C5) supplied.

14.9 C(leaning the infuser
The infuser (A9) must be cleaned at least once a month.

A Important!

The infuser may not be extracted when the machine is on.

1. Make sure the machine is correctly turned off (see “7. Turn-
ing the appliance off”);

2. Remove the water tank (A18);

3. Open the infuser door (A10) (fig. 27) on the right side of
the appliance;

4. Press the two coloured release buttons inwards and at the
same time pull the infuser outwards (fig. 28);

5. Soak the infuser in water for about 5 minutes, then rinse
under the tap;

A Important!

Rinse with water only

No washing up liquid - no dish washer

Clean the infuser without using washing up liquid as it
could be damaged.
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6.  Use the brush (C5) to remove any coffee residues left in the
infuser housing, visible through the infuser door;

7. After cleaning, replace the infuser by sliding it onto the in-
ternal support, then push the PUSH symbol fully in until it
clicks into place;

m Please note:

If the infuser is difficult to insert, before insertion, adapt it to the
right size by pressing the two levers (fig. 29).
8.  Once inserted, make sure the two coloured buttons have

snapped out;
9.  Close the infuser door;
10. Put the water tank back.

14.10 Cleaning the milk container

(lean the milk container (D) each time you prepare milk as de-

scribed below:

1. Remove the lid (D2);

2. Remove the milk spout (D5) and intake tube (D4) (fig. 30);

3. Turn the froth adjustment dial (D1) anticlockwise to the
“INSERT” position (fig. 31) and pull off upwards;

4. Wash all the components thoroughly with hot water and
mild washing-up liquid. All components are dish-
washer safe, placing them in the top basket of the
dishwasher.

5. Make sure there are no milk residues on the hollow and
groove under the dial (fig. 32). If necessary, scrape the
groove with a toothpick;

6. Rinse inside the froth adjustment dial seat with running
water (fig. 33);

7. Check that the intake
tube and milk spout are
not clogged with milk
residues;
