Do not rest heuvy or hot objects on top of the uppliunce.

Cleun the dir filter ut leust once a week.

Avoid using heating uppliances heur the dir conditioner.

The uppliuhce must aulways remuin upright or luid on one side during fransportation. Befo-
re moving the uppliance, empty the internal circuit completely of water, Affer moving the
appliance, wdait at least 1 hour before starting it.

When putting the appliunce awuy, do hot cover with plustic bugys.

The muteridls used for puckuging cun be recycled. You ure therefore recommended to
dispose of them in specidl differentiated waste collection contuiners.

At the end of its working life, consign the appliunce to u speciulist collection centre.

If the power cuble is dumaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or the manu-
facturer's Customer Services in order to avoid dill risk.

AIR CONDITIONING WITHOUT INSTALLATION

CLEANING THE AIR PURIFYING FILTERS

To keep your dir conditioner working efficien-
tly, you should cleun the dust filter every week
of operation.

The filter is housed in the intake yrille.

To cleun the filter, extract us shown in fig. .
Use u vucuum cleuner to remove the dust
collected on the filter. If it is very dirty, immer-
se in warm wdater and rinse g humiber of times.
The wuater should never be hotter than 40°C.
After wushing, leuve the filter to dry.

To remount, put the filter buck in its housiny.
