Cleaning

Before cleaning or maintenance, turn the
appliance off by pressing the ON/OFF button (A)
or in models with remote control, by pressing the
ON/OFF button [22], then always unplug the
appliance from the electrical receptacle.

CLEANING THE CABINET

You should cleun the uppliunce with u slightly
dump cloth then dry with o dry cloth. For
sufety reasons, hever wash the dir conditioner
with wuter.

Precautions

Never use petrol, dlcohol or solvents to cleun
the uppliance. Never spray insecticide liquids
or similar,

CLEANING THE SILVER ION AIR FILTER

If the filter is dirty, qir circulation is compromi-
sed und the efficiency of the dehumidifying
and dir purifying functions decreuses.

It is therefore yood pructice to cleun the filter
ut regular intervals, The frequency depends
oh the duration and conditions of operdation.
If the unit is used constuntly or systemuticdally,
you dre recommended to cleun the filter
once J week.

The filter is housed in the intake yrille.

To cleun the filter, extract us shown in fiy. L.
Use u vucuum cleuner to remove the dust
collected on the filter. If it is very dirty, immer-
se in wurm water and rinse o humber of tfimes.
The water should never be hotter than 104°F.
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After washinyg the filter, allow it to dry comple-
tely before repositioning it.

The silver ion filter not just retdins dust parti-
cles, but dlso hus un efficient untibucteriul
action. It ulso greutly reduces concentrations
of irritunts such us pollen und spores.

START OF SEASON CHECKS

Mdake sure the power cuble und pluy ure
undumuyed und the yround connection is
efficient. Follow the instdllution instructions
precisely.

END OF SEASON OPERATIONS

To druin dll wuter from the circuit, remove the
externul cup by unscrewiny it in the aunti-
clockwise direction then, remove the internal
cup from the drdinuge on the buck of
the appliunce und dllow the water to druin
out info u busin (fiyure M).

When the dppliunce is empty, repluce the
cups.

Cleun the filter and dry thoroughly before
putting back.
