CHARGING THE BATTERIES
IMPORTANT:

Use the original battery charger sup-
plied with the appliance only.

Do not charge the appliance in temperatures of less than
0°Cor more than 40°C.

m Please note:

Before using the appliance for the first time, the battery must be
charged for two hours.

This model has a quick charge function allowing it to oper-
ate for five minutes with 30 minutes charging.

While being charged, the appliance cannot be used.

At the end of the charging cycle, all three LEDs are lit.




When the battery is completely flat, the three LEDs flash and the ap-
pliance does not start up. It is good practice to charge the appliance
after each cleaning session to ensure it is always ready for use with
the battery fully charged.
