1.«Full”: Tank full indicator lamp
It will light when the drainage tank is full or positioned incorrectly. Empty the water out of the drainage tank,
and make sure the tank is positioned properly.

Continuous drainage of water

The unit has an optional continuous drainage port. Water can be continually drained by connecting a rubber
hose (15mm |.D), to this drainage port.When setting up the dehumidifier for continuous drainage, always

turn the unit off and unplug the supply plug.
