Some notions on humidity

Air dlways contuins u certuin umount of water in the form of vapour. This determines the
level of humidity in an atmosphere.

The cupucity of the dir to hold water vapour increuses with temperature. This is why, in our
homes, us soon us the tfemperuture decreuses, the vapour contuined in the dir condenses, s
is evident on the colder surfaces in the room, such as the windows, wdalls efc.

The purpose of u dehumidifier is to remove the excess moisture from the dir, auvoiding the
dumuye cuused by condensution. Experts huve estublished that the optimum environmental
conditions for our well being and for the home dre obtuined between 40% and 60% relative
humidity.

With temperatures neur 0°C, you are recommended o heut the room even minimailly. With
hedting, the condensution formed by the water vapour on windows und other cold surfaces
evapordates into the dir to be collected by the dehumidifier. Air leaving the dehumidifier is
usudlly about 1°C warmer than room temperature.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION (U.K. ONLY)

A) If your appliance comes fitted with a plug, it will incorporate a 13 Amp fuse. If it does not fit your socket, the plug
should be cut off from the mains lead, and on appropriate plug fitted, as below. warning: Very carefully dispose of
the cut off plug affer removing the fuse: do not insert in a 13 Amp socket elsewhere in the house as this could cause
a shock hazard. With alternative plugs not incorporating a fuse, the circuit must be protected by a 15 Amp fuse. If the
plug is a moulded-on type, the fuse cover must be re-fitted when changing the fuse using a 13 Amp Asta approved
fuse to BS 1362. In the event of losing the fuse cover, the plug must NOT be used until a replacement fuse cover can
be obtained from your nearest electrical dealer. The colour of the correct replacement fuse cover is that as marked on
the base of the plug.

The uppliunce must be instulled in conformity with the relevant nationdl leyislution.

If the power cuble is dumuged, it must only be repluced by specidlist personnel.

The uppliunce must be connected to un efficient eurth system. Huve your electricul circuit checked

by g yudlified electriciun.

Do hot use extension power cubles.

Before cleuning or muintenance operations, ulways unpluy the appliance from the mains.

Do hot move the uppliunce by pulling the power cuble.

Do not instdll the uppliunce in rooms contuining gus, oil or sulphur, Do hot install near sources of heut,

Do hot use the appliunce on inclined surfaces.

Keep the unit ut leust 50 cm away from inflummable substunces (ulcohol etc) or pressurised contuiners

(ey. uerosol cuns).

e Do nhot rest heuvy or hot objects on top of the appliance.

o Cleun the dir filter regularly.

o Alwuys trunsport the uppliunce upright or resting on one side.

Remember to drain the tank before moving the dppliance. Wait at least 1 hour ufter fransporting the
uppliunce before starting it.

e R134u is u refrigerant that complies with the EEC environmental stundards; honetheless, the refrigerant
circuit on the mMuchine should hot be perforated. At the end of its working life, consignh the dir conditio-
ning unit to a specidl collection centre.

e The muteridls used for puckuying cun be recycled. You ure therefore recommended to dispose of
them in speciul differentiated wuste collection contuiners.

e Do not use the uppliunce outdoors.

e Do not obstruct the dir intuke or outlet.

Technicql service

Keep the list of Service Centres aund identify the Centre nearest you.

E lectrical connections

After moving the appliance, wait at least an hour before turning it on again.

Before plugying the uppliance into the power socket, check that:

e The muins power supply corresponds to the power supply indicuted on the ruting plate.,

¢ The power socket und electricdl circuit are adeyuute for the appliunce.

¢ The power socket mutches the plug. If this is hot the cuse, have the pluy repluced by a uulified
electriciun.

e The power socket must be udeyuutely eurthed.
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Installation

Posi’rion the appliunce in the room to be dehumidified.
A free spuce of at leust 50 cm must be left at the front of the dehumidifier, so s hot fo block
the dir outlet. For efficient ventilation a space of about 5-10 cm should be left at the buck of
the appliunce.
The condensate cun be drained in one of the following ways:
A) Draining into the tank
The condensate cun be drained directly into the tank (fig. 1)
The tank cun be eusily removed und has u handle making it simple o carry and empty
(fig. 1).

B) Continuous external draining

If the dppliance is to be operated for long periods but you dre unable o empty the tank regularly,

you ure recommended to use the continuous drain fucility.

1) Drill the inside of the drdin spout using a harrow drill bit. (Fig. 2)

2) Fasten the rubber hose to the spout. For models without drdin hoses supplied, we sug-
gest you purchuse d rubber hose duround 2m lony, with an internul diameter of 9.5 mm.

3) Muke sure thut the hose is not higher than the spout In cuso contrario I'acyuu restera
nellu tunicu; verificare inoltre che il tulbbo non sia strozzato (Fig. 3). or wauter could remain
in the tank. Check the hose is hot choked (Fig. 3).

N.B.: Keep the rubber buny. You will heed it to plug the hose or close the spout if you
revert to draining into the tank. (see point A).

Indicutes that the appliance is operating at low temperature. In this mode,
ventilation cycles are dlfernuted with dehumidification cycles to avoid the
formuation of frost. For use in particularly cold environments, hedting is recom-
mended so us to ruise the umbient temperdture even by just u few deyrees.
This dllows the dehumidifier to operate in conditions that improve its perfor-
munce und uccelerute the dehumidification process.

Indicutes that there muy be a fault with the probes, or that the ambient humi-
dity is low.

Indicutes that the appliance is operating in ventilation mode.



The indicator lights

Plug the appliunce into u mains socket.

The displuy shows “--* to indicute that the uppliance is in standby und therefore reudy for
operution. If the messuge “FT”is displayed, empty the tunk or position it correctly.

Press the ON/OFF button.

Press the “mode” button und choose the dehumidificution function (" @  indicutor light
oh). The display shows the relative humidity set point.

Press the “+” or *-" button to set the desired humidity (30% meuns a dry environment, 80%
u humid environment).

Press the “power level” bufton to select the desired dehumidification power level
(MIN/MAX).

Press the * @ “ button to display, in segyuence, the ambient relative humidity (" %é “ indicator
light flushing) und the umbient temperuture (" o “ indicutor light flushing).

When the gppliance reuches the humidity set point, it will stop und the periodical ventilu-
tion function will start, so us to ensure u correct relutive humidity reuding. As soon us the
humidity increuses ubove the set point, the appliunce will automuticully resume dehumidi-
fication operation.

How to use as a ventilator

1) Plug the dppliance into u mains socket.

2) The display shows *--" to indicute that the uppliance is in standby und therefore ready for
operdtion. If the message “FT° is displayed, empty the tank or position it correctly.

3) Press the ON/OFF button.

4) Press the "mode” button und choose the purification function (* = “ indicator light on). The
display shows “FN”.

5) Press the * @ " button to select the desired hedting power level (MIN/MAX).

COMFORT function

This is un automatic dehumidification function. In this mode, on the busis of room temperatu-

re,

the appliance establishes the idedl level of well-being und power level to use.The display

shows “CT”. Neither the humidity nor the power level can be changed.
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Cleaning/Warnings

M adintenance

Always unplug the uppliunce from the power socket before performing uny cleauning or main-
tenunce operutions.
For sufety reusons, never wush the dehumidifier using u jet of wuter.

Cleaning the cabinet

e Cleun the appliunce using u dump cloth then dry with a dry cloth.
e Never use petrol, alcohol or solvents to cleun the uppliance.
o Never spray liquid insecticide or similar products as they may deform the plastic.

Cleqning the air filter

If the filter is dirty, dir circulation is compromised und the efficiency of the dehumidifying and
dir purifying functions decreuses. It is therefore good pructice to cleun the filter at regular inter-
vuls. The frequency depends on the duration and conditions of operdtion. If the unit is used
constuntly or systemdaticdlly, you are recommended to cleun the filter once a week.

e To remove the uir filter, extract by pulling (fig. 4).

e Use u vacuum cleuner to remove dust accumulations from
the filter. If the filter is very dirty, wash in warm water and rinse
severdl times.

The temperature of the water must not exceed 40°C. After
wushing the filter, dllow it to dry completely before reposi-
fioning it.

If the appliance is not used for long periods

¢ Unplug from the muains socket and empty the tank.

e Cleun and reposition the filter.

e Cover the uppliunce with u plustic buy so that dust does
not build up.
