This uppliunce is to be used by udults only; keep uwauy from children.

In the cuse that the power cord becomes dumaged, this must be substituted only by spe-
cidlized personnel authorized by the munufacturer, to protect ugainst fire.

Do not rest hot or heuvy objects on the appliance.

Cleun the filters atf leust once u week.

Avoid using heuters neur the unit,

The unit should be transported in u verticdl position. If this is hot possible secure the unit aut an
unyle, do not lie it horizontdlly.

Before transporting the unit, drain the unit. Affer transportation, wait at least 4 hours before
switching the unit on.

The puckuying materidls cun be recycled. It is recommended to pluce them in the specidl
contdiners for differentiated wuste collection.

This uppliunce is fitted with u speciul sufety device. When the compressor switches off, this
device prevents it from switching on again for at leust 3 minutes.

Remember to descule the appliunce ut the end of every seuson und dlwuys ufter 500 hours
of operdution (see puye 17).

In areus with puarticularly hard water, you ure recommended to udd speciul wuter softener
obtuinuble from authorized service centers to the water.

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WHAT IS THE WATER-AIR PINGUINO

During the summer, you feel comfortuble ut a temperature of between 75°F und 81°F (24 und
27° C) with u relutive humidity of ubout 50%.

An uir conditioner removes excess moisture und heut from the room where it is locuted.
Compured with installed models, portuble dir conditioners have the udvantaye that they cun
be moved from one room to unother in the home or be fransported from one building to
another.

Hot dir from the room is pussed through u coil
cooled by refrigerunt gus. Excess heut aund
moisture dre removed before the dir is re-
emiftted into the room.

In single duct models, u smull purt of
this dir is used to cool the refrigerant
gus und then, when hot und dump,
is dischurged outside.

In exclusive De'Longhi water-air
models, the heut is removed from
the room throuygh the cooliny effect
of the wuter which is obviously much
greuter than air.

This yives this dir conditioner
unbeutuble cooling efficiency.

PREPARING FOR USE

The instructions below will endble you to prepuare your uir condi-
tioner for operution us efficiently us possible.

Before use, muke sure the dir intuke und outlet yrilles ure unob-
structed.

AIR-CONDITIONING WITHOUT INSTALLATION
Just u few simple steps und your comfort is ensured with your
appliance:

Fit the dir exhaust hose (K) in the housing (G) ut the buck of
the uppliunce (fig. 1).

Fit the window outlet (N) to the end of the hose.

Pluce the dir conditioner heur u window or Frehch window.
Adjust the length of the dir exhaust hose to reach the window.
Mdake sure the dir exhaust hose is unobstructed.

Open the window or French window slightly and position the
window outlet (fig. 2).

For optimum results:

If you have u sush window, place the window bracket (Q) on the
window sill, extend the window bracket fully within the window
frame, fix the window bracket by using the locking pin then lower
the window onto the window bracket. Insert the window outlet
(N) of the exhuust hose (K) into the slot, then connect the hose to
the dir conditioner (fig. 3).

Thanks o the locking pins, it's possible to use the window bracket diso
for sliding windows. Position the hole of the window bracket so 1o
dllow u correct installation of the exhaust hose (see figure 4).

If the windows dare large, use the window brucket extension
(R) to cover your window uperture, extending it to the requi-
red length, then blocking it with the locking pins supplied (see
figure 5). Muke sure you do hot cover the hole for the window
outlet.

Keep the air hose as short and free of curves as possible to avoid
bottlenecks.




AIR-CONDITIONING WITH INSTALLATION

If required, your uppliunce cun dlso be instulled semi-permu-

nently (Fig. 6).

Proceed us follows:

e Drill a 4.17 inches (106 mm) diameter hole respecting the
heights shown in fig. 7 und following the indicdtions in figs. 8,

When the dir exhaust hose is hot fitted, the hole can
be closed with the fluhge cup.

PREPARING FOR OPERATION IN WATER MODE

Once the uppliunce hus been instdlled following the instructions
ubove, it is ready for use. However, its efficiency caun be enhan-
ced by operdating it in the exclusive De'Longhi water mode. The
wdater in the tank increuses the cooling power of your Pinguino
und ut the sume time reduces noise levels und electricul con-
sumption. Compured to uir, wuter reduces the temperuture of
the cooling circuit much more efficiently, before beiny yiven off
from the dir exhaust hose in the form of vapour.

Remember thut:

e You must ulways use sult-free tap water.

¢ The lenyth of time the water in the tunk lusts depends greutly
oh environmental conditions such as tfemperature, humidity,
insulution, the exposure of the room, the humber of people
present, etc. Indicdtively it lasts about six hours. By using the
WATERSAVE function (see puye 13), the length of time cun be
extended to 10 hours, with u slightly lower cooling power und
efficiency.

e When the wuter in the tfunk runs out, the .@ light comes on
und operution of the uppliunce switches automauticully to dir
to dir operdtion. At the sume time, the quuntity of dir given
out from the reur hose increuses.

FILLING THE TANK

You cun fill the tunk in one of two wuays:

1) By using the water jug provided:

Use the wdter jug provided or any other plastic/glass bottle or

wdatering cun, providing the heck of the bottle or watering cun is

hdarrow ehough to enfer the filling hole to avoid spilling water on
the appliance.

o Without using force, open the wuater fill door (J) completely,
then remove the rubber cup (fig. 11).

e Pourthe water into the tank (fig. 12). When the tank is full, the
wuter level window (fig.13) becomes completely red.
Indicutively, you will need to refill the juy three times to fill the
tank completely.

o After filling, put the rubber cap buck in place, then close the
door.

2) Using the extendible hose:

o Without using force, open the wuter fill door (J) completely,
then remove the rubber cup (fig. 11). Pull out the extendible
hose (fiy. 14) und pluce near u tup.

Fill the tank to the required level.
When the tank is full, the wdater level window (fig. 13) beco-
mes completely red.

e After filling, put the rubber cup buack in place, then close the
door.

The tunk does hot huve to be full fo use the wauter function, but the length of time the

appliunce will operaute in water mode will be shorter.

When the level window hus become completely red, do not udd further water or it

could overflow. The tank has no overflow prevention system.

OPERATING FROM THE CONTROL PANEL

The control punel enubles you to munage dll the muin functions
of the uppliance, but to fully exploit its potentidal, you must use the
remote control unit.

TURNING THE APPLIANCE ON

e Pluy the gppliance into the socket.
Two lines uppedur on the display indicuting thut the appliunce
is in stundby (fiy. 15).

e Press the ON/STANDY-BY button (18) until the uppliance
comes on. The lust function uctive when it was turned off will
uppeur.

v Never turn the dir conditioner off by unplugging from the electrical outlet. Always press
the ON/STAND-BY button, then wdit for a few minutes before unplugyging. This dllows the
gppliance to perform a cycle of checks to verify operation.

This function is ideul for the night us it gradudlly reduces operu-

To set this function correctly:

o Press the button. The uppliance operdates in the previously
selected mode with low fun speed.

The SLEEP function muintuins the room at optimum temperuture

without excessive fluctudtions in either temperature or humidity

and with silent operation.

Fan speed is ulways at minimum, while room temperature and

humidity vary gradudlly to ensure the most comfortauble condi-

fions.

During uir conditioniny, the temperduture increuses by 2°F (1°C)

after 60 minutes und 4°F (2°C) ufter 2 hours.

In dehumidifying mode, the dehumidifying power of the applian-

ce is purtidlly reduced every hour for the first two hours.

. WATERSAVE FUNCTION (FiG. 25)

This function is designed to increuse the operuting time of the
uppliunce when operuting in wuter mode und cun be uctivated
in dir conditioning und SMART mode.

When the button is pressed, the appliance is slightly less efficient,
but consumption of water in the tank is considerably reduced.
With a full tunk, the uppliance normally operutes for six hours.
With this function activated, the operating time increuses to 10
hours uvoiding the heed to refill the water tank frequently.

If the water runs out when this function is uctive, the guauntity of
uir yiven out from the reur hose increuses und the light
comes on. To restore operution in wuter mode, fill the tank.

To yet the best from your dir conditioner, follow these recom-
menddations:

When instdlling the dir conditioner semi-permaunently, you
should leuve a door slightly open (s little us 1/2 ™) to guaran-
tee correct ventilation.

Protect the room from direct exposure to the sun by partially
closing curtuins and/or blinds to make the dppliunce much
more economicdal to run (fig. 31);

CLEANING

Before cleuning or muintenunce, turn the appliance off by pres-
sing the ON/Stundby button on the control punel or remote con-
trol, wuit for a few minutes then unpluy from the socket.

CLEANING THE CABINET
You should cleun the uppliunce with u slightly dump cloth then
dry with u dry cloth.

Never wush the uir conditioner with water. It could be dun-
yerous.

Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun the appliunce.
Never spray insecticide liquids or similar.

CLEANING THE AIR FILTER
To keep your dir conditioner working efficiently, you should clean
the dust filters every week of operution.

Dust filter

The filter is housed in the intake yrille.

To cleun the filters, proceed us follows:

e Remove the intake yrille by pulling it outwards (fig. 33).

e Remove the dust filter by detaching it from the yrille (Fig. 34).

e Use u vacuum cleuner to remove the dust collected on the
filter. If it is very dirty, immerse in warm water und rinse u hum-
ber of fimes. The water should never be hotter than 101°F
40°C).
After wushiny, leuve the filter to dry completely.
To repluce, put the filters buck in the intuke grille then attach
the intake grille o the appliance.

RECOMMENDED END OF SEASON OPERATIONS

Empty the water from the tank and internal circuit by extrac-
fing und opening the two hoses inside the wauter drainage
hose door (H) (fig.35).

When using the uppliunce in water mode, lime scule will inevi-

tably form and must be removed to muaintain efficiency. After

about 500 hours of operdation, the appliance therefore warns that
desculing is reyuired by displaying the messugeA L (CLEAN).
