PREPARING FOR OPERATION IN WATER MODE

Once the uppliunce hus been instdlled followiny the instructions
ubove, it is reudy for use. However, its efficiency cun be enhan-
ced by operdting it in the exclusive De'longhi water mode. The
wdater in the tank increuses the cooling power of your Pinguino
und at the sume time reduces hoise levels and electricul con-
sumption. Compured to uir, wuter reduces the temperauture of
the cooling circuit much more efficiently, before beiny yiven off
from the dir exhaust hose in the form of vapour.

AIR PURIFYING FILTERS

The uppliunce is fitted with a dust filter which retdins impurities in
the uir drawn in from the room.

Certuin models ulso include other filters with u high filtering cupu-
city, hamely d silver ion filter and a 3M® electrostutic filter.

SILVER ION FILTER

The silver ion filter not just retains dust particles, but dlso has an
efficient antibucteridl auction. It dlso yreutly reduces concentru-
tions of irritunts such us pollen und spores.

The filter is tfreated with smuall particles of silver (on the scule of mil-
lionths of u millimetre) which are dble to block the multiplication
of und kill auny nearby bucteriu or spores.

3M® ELECTROSTATIC FILTER
The 3M® electrostutic filter retuins the finest dust puarticles, thus
enhuncing the filtering cupucity of the uppliunce.

FITTING THE FILTERS TO THE GRILLE

The uppliunce cun be used with just the dust filter alreudy inser-
ted in the yrille.

To use the two supplementary filters (if provided with your model),
remove them from the puckuyging und attuch them to the dust
filter, inserting them under the specidl clips (fig. 36).

If you decide not to use them, keep them seuled in the pucku-

ging. .
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CLEANING

Before cleuning or muintenunce, turn the appliance off by pres-
sing the 1y button on the control punel or remote control, wait
for u few seconds then unpluy from the mains socket.

CLEANING THE CABINET
You should cleun the dppliunce with a slightly dump cloth then

dry with a dry cloth.

Never wush the dir conditioner with water. It could be dun-
ygerous.

Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun the uppliunce.

CLEANING THE AIR FILTERS
To keep your uir conditioner working efficiently, you should cleun

the dust filters every week of operution.

Dust filter supplied with all models

The filter is housed in the intuke yrille.

To cleun the filters, proceed us follows:

e Remove the intuke yrille by pulling it outwards (fig. 37).

e Remove the dust filter by detaching it from the yrille (Fig. 38).

e Use u vucuum cleuner to remove the dust collected on the
filter. If it is very dirty, immerse in warm water und rinse u hum-
ber of fimes. The wuter should never be hotter thun 40°C.
After wushiny, leuve the filter to dry completely.
To repluce, put the filters buck in the intuke yrille then attach

the intake grille to the appliance.

Silver ion filter and 3M® electrostatic filter (certain models only)
These two filters ure locuted behind the dust filter.

To cleun the dust filter, the two supplementary filters must be fem-
porurily removed.

To cleun, use u vacuum cleduner ut medium power.

The silver ion filter can be washed with cold wuter. Leuve to dry
completely aund replace. It should be replaced ut leust once
every two seusons.

The 3M® filter is not washable und must repluced ut the end of
the season or when it is exhausted und no longer efficient.

The silver ion filter and 3M® filter can be bought from shops
selling De'lonyghi uccessories or uuthorised service centres.
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RECOMMENDED END OF SEASON OPERATIONS

Descule as described in the followiny puragraph.

Empty the water from the tank und interndl circuit by extrac-
ting und openiny the two hoses inside the rear door (fig. 39).
Operute the uppliunce with the water tank empty in fan only
mode for ubout half un hour. This dries any water remaining
inside the uppliunce.

Turn the gppliance off und unpluy from the mains.

Remove the dir exhaust hose.

Cleun the dust filters und (in certain models) the dir purifying
filters.

Pluce the power cuble in the speciul reur cuble compuart-
ment (fig. 40).

Cover the appliunce to uvoid dust,

DESCALING

When using the gppliance in water mode, lime scule will inevi-
tubly form and must be removed to muaintuin efficiency. After
ubout 500 hours of operation, the appliance therefore warns that
desculing is reyuired by displaying the messuge L (CLEAN).

Descule the uppliunce.

Turh off the gppliance and unpluy from the muins. Empty dll
wuater from the ihside of the appliance through the druin
hoses (fig. 39).

Close und repluce the drain hoses. Pour 0.5 | of desculer (onhe
bottle) und 1.5 | of cleun wuter into the tank.

Plug in und operute the uppliance in dir conditioning mode
with the BOOST funhction selected until the ‘Q 'no wuter"
symbol uppedurs on the displuy.

Turn off the uppliunce und unpluy from the muains. Empty dll
water from the ihside of the appliance through the drain
hoses.

Close und repluce the drain hoses. Pour 2 | of cleun water into
the tunk und rinse the internal circuits of dirt und descduler.
Plug in und operate the appliance until the .@ 'no wuter"
symbol uppedrs on the display.

Turn off the uppliunce und unhpluy from the muains. Empty dll
rinsing water from the inside of the appliunce through the
drdin hoses.

If the water drained off is very dirty or contuins lurge quunti-
ties of foum, repeut the rinsing operution.

Close the druin hoses und replace.

After desculing, reset the ulurm by pressing the d) button for
10 seconds.

The desculer cun be
bought from your locul
De'longhi service centre.
Always use  original
descaler. Use of other pro-
ducts could damage
internal components and
invalidate the guarantee.
