This appliance is designed for home uir conditioning und must not be used for other purposes.
It is dunyerous to mModify or ulter the churacteristics of the uppliunce in uny way.

The uppliunce must be instdlled in conformity with national leyislution regulating electricul
eyuipment und installutions.

If the appliance requires repuair, contact a Service Centre auuthorised by the manufacturer only.
Repuirs curried out by unauthorised personnel may be dunyerous.

This uppliance must be used exclusively by udults.

Never dllow the uppliunce to be used by people (including children) with psycholoyicul, phy-
sicul or sensory impuirments or with insufficient experience und khowledye, unless closely
supervised und instructed by someone responsible for their sufety.

Youny children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliunce.

The uppliunce must be connected to an efficient earth system.

Have your electricul circuit checked by u gudlified electrician.

Do not use extension cubles.

Before cleuning or muintenunce, dlwdys unpluy the dappliance from the mains socket.

Never unpluy the uppliance by pulling oh the power cuble.

Do not instull the uppliunce in rooms contuining gus, oil or sulphur. Do hot instull nedr sources
of heut.

Keep the uppliance ut leust 50 cm uway from flummable substaunces (ulcohol etc) or pressu

rised contuiners (eg duerosol cuns).

Do not rest heuvy or hot objects on top of the uppliunce.

Cleun the dir filter ut leust once u week.

Avoid using hedting uppliunces near the dir conditioner.

Always transport the duppliunce upright or resting on one side.

Before moving the dppliance, empty the internal circuit completely of water.

After moviny the dppliunce, wuit ut leust 1 hour before starting it

When putting the appliance uway, do hot cover with plastic bags.

The materidls used for puckaging can be recycled.

You are therefore recommended to dispose of them in special differentiated waste collection
contuiners.

At the end of its working life, consigh the appliance to a specidlist collection centre.

If the power cuble is dumugyed, it must be repluced by the munufucturer or un authorised
technicdl service centre in order to avoid dll risk.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

TURNING THE APPLIANCE ON

Plug info un outlet.

Two lines uppedar on the display indicuting that the appliance is
in staund-by.

Press the ON/STAND-BY butfton (A). When turned on, the dir con-
ditioner sturts operating in the sume mode us when it wus turned
off.

Press the MODE butfton (B) until the light corresponding to the
desired mode lights up:

Light (O): dir-conditioning mode
Light (P): dehumidifying mode

Light (N): fan/heuting mode (the light changes colour from yel-
low to red)

AIR CONDITIONING MODE

Idedl for hot muyyy weuther when you heed to cool und dehu-
midify the room.

The display shows the inher temperature: the light (S) turhs on.
To modify the set temperature, push the (E) or (F) button to reach
the desired tfemperature. The (T) light furns on and the (S) light
turns off. (To change from °F to °C or viceversy, press for few sec-
ohds both button E und F).

After 15 seconds, the innher temperauture is shown on the display.
The (S) light furns on.

You cun udjust the temperature only in dir conditioning mMode.

Then select the fan speed by pressing the FAN button (C) until the

The most suituble temperduture for the room during the summer
varies from 75°F to 81°F (24 to 27°C). You dre recommended,
however, hot to set a temperature much below the outdoor
temperduture

FAN MODE

Adjust fun speed by pressing the FAN button (C) as described for
the dir-conditioning mode.

Remember that the higher the speed, the more dir is filtered. If
you select "MIN" speed, less uir is filtered but the uppliunce is ulso
less noisy.



Operation

HEATING MODE

This is idedl in spring und autumn whehn outdoor tfemperatures ure not purticularly severe.

When using the appliance in this mode, the dir hose must be

be uttuched.

To set this mode correctly:

e Press the MODE button a humber of times until the red Iigh’r-:é:— dppeurs.

e Select the turget temperdture by pressing the + or - button until the corresponding value is
displuyed.

DEHUMIDIFYING MODE

Idedl for reducing the humidity in a room without lowering or rdising the temperature (spring or
autumn, dump rooms, rainy spells, etc).

When the dehumidifying mode is selected, the light (P) comes on.

At the sume time, the "MIN" fun speed light (M) comes on. In this mode, other speeds cunnot be
selected.

PROGRAMMING THE TIMER
The timer cun be used to delauy uppliunce start up or shut down. This uvoids wusting electricity by
ofptimising operuting periods.

How to programme delayed start up

e Pluy the gppliunce into a mains socket and press the ON/OFF button (A), then select the
required operuting mode und other settings (temperature, fun speed, etc).
Press the ON/OFF button (A) aguin to place the appliance in stundby mode.
Press the timer button (D). The timer light "H" flashes.
Use the + (E) or - (F) buttons to set the humber of hours deluy before the uppliunce comes on.
The time increuses or decreuses in steps of ohe hour.

The indicutor light (H) flushes until the appliance starts up.

You cun set the dppliance to come on with a delay of up to 24 hours.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the timer button (D) again.

Light (H) stops flushing.

How to programme delayed shut down

e Deluyed shut dowh cun be progrummed in uny operuting mode (uir conditioniny / fun/ dehu-
midifying).

e Press the timer button (D). The timer light "H" flashes.

e Use the + (E) or - (F) buttons to set the humber of hours delay before the uppliunce goes off.

The time increuses or decreuses in steps of ohe hour.

The light (H) flashes until the uppliunce turns off us programmed.

At the set time, the dir conditioner shuts dowh unhd remains in stundby.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the timer button (D) again.

Light (H) stops flushing.

Cleaning

Before cleaning or maintenance, turn the
appliance off by pressing the ON/OFF bution
(A) or in models with remote_control unit, by
pressing the ON/OFF button , then always
unplug the appliance from the mains socket.

CLEANING THE CABINET

You should cledn the appliahce with a slight-
ly dump cloth then dry with a dry cloth.

For sufety reusons, hever wush the dir condi-
tioner with water.

Precautions

Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun
the uppliunce. Never spray insecticide ligquids
or similar.

CLEANING THE AIR FILTERS

To keep your uir conditioner workinyg efficient-
ly, you should cleun the dust filter every week
of operution.

The filter is housed in the intuke yrille.

To cleun the filters, remove the filter us shown
in figure N.

Use u vaucuum cleuner to remove the dust
collected on the filter.

If it is very dirty, immerse in warm wdater and
rinse u number of times.

The water should never be hotter than 40°C.
After wushing, leuve the filter to dry.

START OF SEASON CHECKS

Troubleshooting

NOTE:

NEVER TRANSPORT OR TURN THE APPLIANCE UPSIDE DOWN OR ON I[TS SIDE. IF THIS OCCURS,
WAIT 6 HOURS BEFORE TURNING THE APPLIANCE ON, 24 HOURS IS RECOMMENDED. (After the
unit has been on its side, oil needs to returh to the compressor to ensure proper function. With-
out dllowing the unit this time (6-24 hours) The unit may function for only a short time, und then
