Preparing for use

ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

Before plugying the dppliunce into the muins socket, check that:
o The outlet’s power supply corresponds to the vdlue indicuted on the rating lubel on the back

of the uppliance;

¢ The outlet und electricul circuit ure uadeyuute for the appliunce;
¢ The ouflet is u 3-hole yrounded outlet(1,!) If this is not the cuse, you must choose unother outlet.
Failure to follow these important safety instructions absolves the manufacturer of all liability.

The power cable must be replaced by a qualified professional only.

The instructions below will endble you to prepdre your dir conditioner for operation as efficiently
us possible. Before use, make sure the air intake and outlet grilles are unobstructed.

AIR-CONDITIONING WITHOUT INSTALLATION

Remember that the higher the speed, the more dir is filtered. If you select "MIN" speed, less dir is
fitered but the uppliance is dlso less noisy.

DEHUMIDIFYING MODE

Idedl for reducing the humidity in a room without lowering or rdising the temperature (spring or
autumn, dump rooms, rainy spells, etc).

Whenh the dehumidifying mode is selected, the light (P) comes on.

At the sume time, the "MIN" fun speed light (M) comes on. In this mode, other speeds cunnhot be
selected.

PROGRAMMING THE TIMER
The fimer cun be used to delay uppliunce start up or shut down. This uvoids wausting electricity by
ofptimising operuting periods.

How to programme delayed start up

e Pluy the gppliance into a mains socket and press the ON/OFF button (A), then select the
required operating mode und other settings (temperature, fun speed, etc).
Press the ON/OFF button (A) aguin to place the appliance in stundby mode.

The indicator light (H) flushes until the appliance starts up.

You cun set the appliuhce to come on with a delay of up to 12 hours.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the timer button (D) again.

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Cleaning

Before cleaning or maintenance, turn the
