Keep the uppliance ut least 50 cm away from flummable substances (ulcohol etc) or
pressurised contdiners (ey uerosol cuns).

Do not rest heavy or hot objects on top of the uppliance.

Cleun the dir filter ut leust once U week.

Avoid using heuting uppliances near the dir conditioner.

Always transport the appliance upright or resting on one side.

Before moving the dppliance, empty the internal circuit completely of water.

After moving the gppliance, wait at least 1 hour before starting it

When putting the uppliunce awuy, do not cover with plustic buys.

The materidls used for puckaging cun be recycled.

You are therefore recommended 1o dispose of them in specidl differentiated waste collection
contuiners.

At the end of its working life, consigh the appliance to u specidilist collection centre.

If the power cuble is dumuyed, it must be replaced by the munufacturer or un authorised
technicdl service centre in order to avoid dll risk.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS
Before plugying the uppliunce into the mains socket, check thut:

The muins power supply corresponds to the value indicuted on the rating plate on the back of the uppliunce;
The muains socket and electrical circuit ure udequate for the uppliance;

The muins socket mutches the pluy. If this is not the cuse, have the pluy repluced;

The muins socket is adeqyuutely earthed. Failure to follow these important safety instructions absolves the

manufacturer of all liability.

The power cable must be replaced by a qualified professional only.

The instructions below will enduble you to prepdure your dir conditioner for operation as efficiently
us possible.
Before use, make sure the air intake and outlet grilles are unobstructed.

TURNING THE APPLIANCE ON

Plug the dppliance into the muains.

Press the ON/OFF button (A) (when turned on, the dir conditioner
starts operdting in the sume mode us when it was turned off).
The display shows the room temperature.

Press the MODE button (B) until the indicutor light corresponding
to the reyuired mode lights up:

Light (O): dir-conditioning mode

AIR-CONDITIONING MODE

Operation

FAN MODE

Adjust fun speed by pressing the FAN button (C) us described for the uir-conditioning mode.
Remember that the higher the speed, the more uir is filtered. If you select "MIN" speed, less uir is
filtered but the appliance is dlso less Noisy.

DEHUMIDIFYING MODE

Ideul for reducing the humidity in a room (spring or autumn, daump rooms, rainy spells, etc). When
the dehumidifying mode is selected, the light (P) comes on.

At the sume time, the "MIN" fun speed light (M) comes on. In this mode, other speeds cunnot be
selected.

Note: remember to fit the dir exhuust hose us described in the chupter "Prepuring for use'.

PROGRAMMING THE TIMER
The fimer cun be used to deluy uppliunce start up or shut down. This uvoids wusting electricity by
optimising operating periods.

How to programme delayed start up

¢ Pluy the appliunce into u mains socket und press the ON/OFF button (A), then select the requi-
red operating mode und other settings (temperature, fun speed, etc).

Press the ON/OFF button (A) aguin to pluce the dppliance in standby mode.

Press the timer button (D). The timer light "H" flashes.

Use the + (E) or - (F) buttons to set the number of hours delay before the appliance comes on.
e The time increuses or decreuses in steps of ohe hour.

The indicutor light (H) flushes until the uppliance starts up.

You cun set the gppliaunce to come on with a delay of up fo 12 hours.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the timer button (D) again.

Light (H) stops flashing.

How to programme delayed shut down

¢ Delayed shut down can be programmed in uny operating mode (uir conditioninyg / fan/ dehu-
midifying).

e Press the timer button (D). The timer light "H" flashes.

e Use the + (E) or - (F) buttons to set the humber of hours delay before the uppliunce goes off.

The time increuses or decreuses in steps of one hour.

The light (H) flushes until the appliunce turhs off us programmed.

At the set fime, the dir conditioner shuts dowh und remuains in standby.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the timer button (D) again.

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Cleaning

Before cleaning or maintenance, turn the
appliance off by pressing the ON/OFF button
(A) or in models with remote _control unit, by
pressing the ON/OFF button , then always
unplug the appliance from the mains socket.

CLEANING THE CABINET

You should cleun the appliance with a slightly
dump cloth then dry with a dry cloth.

For safety reasons, hever wash the dir condi-
tioner with water.

Precautions

Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun
the dppliunce. Never spray insecticide liguids
or similar.

CLEANING THE AIR FILTERS

To keep your uir conditioner working efficien-
tly, you should cleun the dust filter every week
of operaution.

The filter is housed in the intake yrille.

To cleun the filters, remove the filter us shown
in figure H.
