Before cleaning or maintenance, turn the
appliance off by pressing the ON/OFF button (A)
or in models with remote control, by pressing the
ON/OFF button , then always unplug the
appliance from the mains socket.

You should cleun the appliance with < slightly
dump cloth then dry with a dry cloth. For
sufety reasons, hever wush the dir conditioner
with water.

Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun
the appliunce.

CLEANING THE AIR PURIFYING FILTERS

To keep your uir conditioner working efficien-
tly, you should cleun the dust filter every week
of operaution.

The filter is housed in the intake yrille.

To cleun the filter, extract as shown in fig. L.
Use u vaucuum cleuner to remove the dust
collected on the filter. If it is very dirty, immer-
se in warm water and rinse a humber of times.
The water should never be hotter than 104°F.
After wushing, leave the filter o dry.

To remount, put the filter back in its housing.

START OF SEASON CHECKS

Make sure the power cuble und pluy dre
undumuaged und the edrth system is efficient.
Follow the installation instructions precisely.

END OF SEASON OPERATIONS

To druin dll water from the circuit, remove the
externdl cup by unscrewing it in the anti-
clockwise direction then, remove the internal
cup from the drain hose oh the buck of the
appliunce und dllow the wuter to druin out
info u busin (figure M).

When the gppliunce is empty, repluce the
cups.
