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Brief notes on humidity

Air dlways contuins a certain umount of water in the dir in the form of water vapour.

This umount of moisture is commonly known us the humidity.

As the dir warms up more moisture cun be held so the level of moisture is reldtive to the
temperuture.

This is why people talk ubout relutive humidity expressed us u percentuyge.

When the weuther is very hot und dump a relative humidity at 30°C cun be perhaps 85%, yet
oh u cold foyyy duy the uir can be 5°C, aguin with a relative humidity of 85%.

In both cases it is possible to think of the dir as being 85% full of water vapour, hear to saturation
in both cuses.

In our homes, when temperutures drop, the water vapour held in the dir condenses on cold
surfaces such us windows und wuallls, causing condensation and dump.

The purpose of a dehumidifier is fo remove the excess moisture from the air, to control
condensation within the home.

Experts have estublished thut the optfimum environmentul conditions for our well being und
preserve objects ure obtuined between 40% and 60% relative humidity. Below these levels the
dir cun feel too dry and may cause skin compluints and even stutic electric shocks.

The umount of wuter collected in the tunk will be higher dt times when outside uir
temperutures ure warm und high humidity prevdils, than in the middle of winter when the dir is
cold with high humidity. This is due to the fact that cold dir is cupuble of holding less wuter
vapour than warm air,

If temperatures in the home dare lower than 10°C for prolonged periods low level heuting will
be hecessury to dllow the condensute to evaporate info the dir before dehumidification can
take pluce. The dir will however be slightly warmed by the dehumidifier us the dry dir leaving
the dehumidifier is ubout 1°C higher than normal room temperature.

As with any electrical uppliance, whilst the instructions dim to cover us muny eventudlities s possible
caution and common sense should be dpplied when operating aund instdlling this dir conditioner.

This appliance is designed to dehumidify domestic rooms und must not be used for other purposes.

In the cuse that the power cuble becomes dumaged, this must be substituted only by specidlised personnel
authorised by the manufacturer.

It is dungerous to modify or alter the characteristics of the appliance in any way.,

If the appliance requires repdair, always contact a Technical Service Centre authorised by the manufacturer.
Alwuays insist on original spare purts. Repuirs carried out by unauthorised personnel may be dungerous und
invalidate the guarantee.

This appliance must be used exclusively by udults. Do hot dllow children to play with the appliance.

o The uppliunce must be connected to un efficient earth installution. Have your electrical circuit checked by
u yudlified electriciun.

Do not use extension power cubles.

Before cleuning or muintendance operations, alwdys unpluy the appliuhce from the muains.

e Do hot move the uppliance by pulling the power cable.

Do not instull the gppliance in rooms contuining gus, oil or sulphur. Do hot install nedr sources of heat,

o Keep the unit ut least 50 cm away from inflummable substances (Glcohol etc) or pressurised contdiners (ey.
dgerosol cuns).

Do not rest heavy or hot objects on fop of the appliance.

Cleun the dir filter regularly.

Always fransport the dppliunce upright or resting on one side. Remember to druin the tank before Moviny
the gppliance.

The refrigerant used in this uppliunce would cuuse dumage to the ozone layer if relused info the
atmosphere. Therefore at the end of the working life of the uppliance the unit should be taken to arecycling
centre for disposal of the refrigerant.

The mauteridls used for puckuging cun be recycled. You dre therefore recommended to dispose of them in
special differentiated waste collection containers.

¢ The uppliunce must be installed in conformity with the relevant hationdl legislation.

e Do not use the uppliunce outdoors.

e Do not obstruct the dir intuke or outlet.

Technical assistance

Keep the list of Technicul Service Centres and identify the Centre nedrest you.

E lectrical connections

After moving the appliance, wait at least an hour before turning it on again.

Before plugying the uppliunce into the power socket, check thut:

o The muins power supply corresponds to the power supply indicuted on the rating plute.

e The power socket und electrical circuit are adequate for the appliance.

e The power socket matches the plug. If this is hot the case, have the pluy replauced by u qudlified
electriciun;

o The power socket must be udequautely eurthed;
Fdilure to respect this sufety rule ubsolves the manufacturer from dll lidbility.
This appliunce is munufactured in compliunce with EEC standurd EN 55014 on the suppression of radio
interference.

o The cuble must be repluced by upproved service personnel only.

Pluce the dehumidifier in a suitable position, a hallway or landing dare generdlly good sites.
The appliunce must be positioned so thut the dir intake and dir outlet grills are at leust 50 cm
away from any wuall or obstucle to ensure udeyuate ventilution.

Installation

Condensute cun be druined in one of two ways:
A) Draining into the tank
The condensute cun be drained directly info the tank located inside the appliance (fig. 1).
The tunk cun be eusily removed und hus u hundle muking it simple to curry and empty.

B) Continuous external draining

If the uppliunce is to be operuted for lony periods of time but you dre undble to empty the tank,

you ure recommended to use the contihuous drain facility.

1) Remove the rubber buny from the spout (Fig. 2).

2) Muke u hole in the tunk inside the spout using d fine drill bit (8mm) (Fig. 2).

3) To fit the rubber hose to the spout, open the door, remove the tunk, puss the drain hose
provided through the spuce between the door (ut u slight angle) uand the bottom of the
appliance, reposition the tank and fit the hose onto the spout (Fig. 3).

4) Close the door.

5) Muke sure the hose is on the level otherwise the wdater will remain in the tank. Check
there are no kinks in the hose.

N.B.. Keep the rubber bung. You will heed it to pluy the hose or close the spout if you
revert to draining into the tank (see point A).

@ Tank control system

This dehumidifier is fitted with G special device to ehsure correct operation.
A red indicator light on the control panel comes on to warh the user when:

1. thetankisfull ...... .. ... .. .. . . . empty the tank
2. thetunkisMIissing . ... ..o i replace the tank
3. the tank is in the wronyg position ................... position the tank correctly
4. in continuous druin: the hose is obstructed or the difference in level is
Too Uredt . remove the obstruction.

Once the cuuse hus been eliminuted, the light goes out und the appliance resumes operation.
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Selecting operating modes

H ow to dehumidify

1) Pluy the uppliance info u mains socket. The power light comes on to show the dppliance
is connected to the muins.

2) Check that the “tunk full/no tunk” indicutor light is off.

3) Turn the humidistat fo the “CONTINUOUS” (continuous operdation) position and the
functione selector switch t@$oosition or in some models, to one of the two
DEHUMIDIREATION positions : T=mih. 2 =mux.

The dehumidification pause light comes on during the first three minutes (safety device),
followed by the dehumidificution light.

When the humidity in the room haus reached the reqyuired level, slowly turn the humidistat knob
unticlockwise unfil the dehumidifying light goes out. The dehumidifier will then keep the
humidity in the room ut the selected level automuatically.

Note: Whenh dehumidifying, the uppliance not only dehumidifies but dlso slightly warms the dir
(1-2°C hotter than room temperuture)

H ow to ventilate

Turh the function selector switch to pos. % orin some models, to one of the two
VENTILATION positions == : 1=min. 2 =mux.
The ventilation light comes on

TO TURN THE UNIT OFF COMPLETELY, SET THE FUNCTION SELECTOR TO THE “O” POSITION AND
UNPLUG FROM THE MAINS.
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Cleaning/Warnings

M adintenance

Always remove the pluy from the power socket before performing uny cleuning or
maintfenance operations. For sufety reasons, hever wush the dehumidifier using o water jet.

Clecning the cabinet

e Cleun the uppliunce using u dump cloth then dry with a dry cloth.

o Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun the uppliance.

o Never spray the appliance with insecticides or similar. These could cause the puint fo flake or
plastic parts to warp.

Cleqning the air filter

If the filter is dirty, dir circulation is compromised und the efficiency of the dehumidifying und

air purifying functions decreauses. It is therefore good practice to clean the filter at regular

infervals. The frequency depends onh the durdation and conditions of operdtion. If the unit is

used constuntly or systemuaticully, you ure recommended to cleun the filter once u week.

o To remove the uir filter, extract by pulling it as shown in fig. 4.

e Use u vacuum cleuner to remove dust accumulations from
the filter. If the filter is very dirty, wash in warm water and rinse
severdl times. The ftemperature of the water should nhot
exceed 40°C. After wushing the filter, dllow to dry completely
before putting it buck in the gppliunce.

If the appliance is not used for long periods

e Unpluy from the muins socket und empty the tank.
e Cleun und reposition the filter.
e Cover the uppliance so that dust does hot build up.
