Brief notes on humidity

Air dlways contuins u certuin umount of water in the form of vapour. This is commonly
known us humidity. This determines the level of humidity in an atmosphere.

The cupucity of the dir to hold water vapour increuses with femperature.

This is why in our homes, us sooh us the temperature decreuses, the vapour contained in the
uir condenses, s is evident on the colder surfaces in the room, such us the windows, walls
efc.

The purpose of a dehumidifier is fo remove the excess moisture from the dir, avoiding the
dumuge cuused by condensution. Experts have estublished that the optimum environmental
conditions for our well beiny und for the home ure obtuined between 40% und 60% relutive
humidity. Below these levels tha dir cun feel too dry an may cause skin compluints und even
static electric shocks

With temperatures lower than 5°C, you are recommended to heat the room even minimailly.
With hedting, the condensution formed by the water vapour on windows und other cold sur-
faces evuporates into the dir to be collected by the dehumidifier.

Air leaving the dehumidifier is usudlly about 1°C warmer thaun room temperature.

If the power cuble is dumuged, it must be repluced by specidlist personnel only.

The uppliunce Mmust be connected to un efficient eurth installation. Have your electrical circuit checked

by u qudlified electriciun.

e The use of extension leuds is hot recommended, however if it is neccessary then follow curefully the

extension leuds instructions, an Most importantly ensure that the extension leud is ccorrectly rated in

acccordunce with the dpplidnce being used und hever overlouded.

Before cleuning or muintenance, dlways unpluy the uppliunce from the muains socket.

Do not move the uppliunce by puling the power cuble.

Do not install the dppliance in rooms contuining gus, oil or sulphur. Do not install hear sources of hedt,

Do not use the uppliunce on slopiny surfuces.

Keep the uppliance dt least 50 cm away from flammable substances (Glcohol etc) or pressurised con-

tdiners (e.y. uerosol cans).

e Do hot rest heuvy or hot objects on top of the uppliance.

o Cleun the dir filter regularly.

o Always transport the uppliunce upright or resting on one side. Remember to druin the condensute tunk
before moviny the uppliunce. Wuit ut leust 1 hour ufter fransporting the uppliunce before starting it

o R134u refrigerant complies with EEC environmental standards. However, you should avoid perforating
the refrigerant circuit. At the end of its working life, consign the dppliance to a specidlist collection cen-
fre.

e The muteridls used for puckuying cun be recycled. You are therefore recommended to dispose of
them in specidl differentiated wuste collection contuiners.

¢ Do hot use the uppliunce outdoors.
e Do not obstruct the dir intuke or outlet,

E lectrical connections

Before usiny for the first time, the dehumidifier should be stood upright for 24 hours.

Fdilure to respect this sufety rule ubsolves the manufacturer from dill licbility. This uppliunce is Manu-
factured in compliunce with ECC stundard EN55014 on the suppression of rudio interference.

The cuble must be repluced by aupproved service personnel only.

After moving the appliance, wait at least an hour before turning it on again.

Before pluyying the uppliance into the mains socket, check thut:

e The muins power supply corresponds to the power supply indicated on the rating plate.

o The power socket und electricul circuit ure udequate for the uppliunce.

e The power socket mutches the plug. If this is hot the cuse, have the pluyg repluced by a yudlified
electriciun;

e The power socket is udeyuutely eurthed.
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Installation

Posi’rion the appliunce in the room to be dehumidified:

A free spuce of ut leust 50 cm must be left at the front and back of the dehumidifier, so us not
to block the dir intuke or outlet.

Do not place the dehumidifier next to a radiator or other heut source as this will reduce its
performunce.

For ohygoing usuge we sugygest positioning in a hallway or on a lunding. Pledse remember o
keep internul door ujur to ullow circulution,

The water collected (conhdehsute) can be drained in ohe of the two ways:

A) Draining into the tank

The condensute cun be drdined directly into the tank (fig.1).
The tank can be eusily removed (fig.1).

B) Continuous external draining

If the dppliance is to be operated for long periods but you dre unable o empty the tank regularly,

you dre recommended to use the continuous drain facility.

1) Remove the continuous druin cup (8) und the rubber buny (see figure 2).

2) Fasten the rubber hose to the spout. For models supplied without drain hose, we sugye-
st you purchuse u rubber hose uround 2m lony, with un internal diumeter of 13.5 mm.

3) Muke sure the end of the hose is ho higher thaun the spout or water could remuin in the
tank. Check there are no kinks in the hose (Fig. 3).

N.B.: Keep the rubber buny. You will heed it to pluy the hose or close the spout if you
revert to draining into the tank. (see point A)

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How to dehumidify

H ow to dehumidify

1) Pluy the uppliunce into a mains socket.

2) Muake sure the “tunk full/tank missing” light is off. If it is on, position the tank correctly or
empty it.

3) Turnh the humidistat dial to one of the positions between OFF and CONTINUOUS. The ON light
indicutes that the appliunce is dehumidifying. With the humidistat furned to "CONTINUOUS',
the uppliunce is on dll the fime.

To eusily select the right humidity level, we sugygest you operate us follows:
Turn the humidistat dial clockwise as far us it wil go to the continuous position.

Leave the unit on this seting until sighs of excess Moisture (e.y. condensution on windows)
decreuses. This cun take severdl weeks ut this point slowly turn the humidistat knob anti-
clockwise until the uppliance switches off. The dehumidifier will then keep the humidity at the
selected level automatically.

@ Tank control system light

This dehumidifier has u specidl device to ensure correct operaution.
A light on the control punel comes on to wurn the user when:

1. thetankisfull ......... ... . . . . i empty the taunk
2. thetankismissing ....... .. i reposition the tank
3. the tank is incorrectly positioned .................. position the tank correctly
4. with continuous druin: the hose is obstructed
or placed too high ubove the drain spout .......... remove the obstruction

Whenh the cause hus been removed, the light goes off and the appliahce resumes operation.

ON Dehumidifying light

This comes on when the duppliunce is dehumidifying. The light stays on only while the applian-
ce is uctudlly dehumidifying. If the humidity in the room is sufficiently low, the light remdains off.

Dehumldlfymg standby/low-temperature operation light
The light comes on to indicute low tfemperature operaution.

When the room temperature is too low, the electronic low temperature operation device is
activated. This device dllows the appliance to operate by diternating dehumidification cycles
und fun only cycles. This is to avoid the formution of ice. For frequent use in cold environ-
ments, it is recommended to heut the room at the sume fime.

This dllows the dehumidifier to operate in conditions that ensure better performance and faster
dehumidification.

M adintenance

Always unplug the uppliunce from the power socket before performing uny cleauning or main-
tenunce operutions.
For sufety reusons, never wush the dehumidifier using u jet of wuter.

ENGLISH

Cleaning the cabinet

e Cleun the appliunce using u dump cloth then dry with a dry cloth.
e Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun the uppliance.
o Never spray liguid insecticide or similar products as they may deform the plastic.

Cleqning the air filter

If the filter is dirty, dir circulation is compromised und the efficiency of the dehumidifying and

air purifying functions decreauses.

It is therefore good practice to clean the filter at regular intervals. The frequency depends on

the duration und conditions of operation. If the unit is used constantly or systematicdlly, you are

recommended to cleun the filter once u week.

e To remove the dir filter, tuke out the taunk und extract the fil-
ter by pulling downwards (fig. 4).

e Use u vacuum cleuner to remove dust uccumulations from
the filter. If the filter is very dirty, wash in warm water and rinse
severdl times.

e The temperduture of the water must not exceed 40°C.

o After wushing the filter, dllow it to dry completely before repo-
sitioning if.

If the appliance is not used for long periods

e After having unplugyed the dppliunce from the power
socket, empty the tank.

o Cleun und reposition the filter.

e Cover the uppliunce with u plustic buy so thut dust does fig. 4
not build up.
