Avoid using extension leads with the unit.

Before cleuning or maintenunce operations, dlways unpluy the unit
from the socket.

Do not pull on or place strain on the power cuble when moving the
appliance.

The uppliunce should not be instulled where the atmosphere may
contuin combustible guses, oil or sulphur, or neur heut sources.

Do nhot rest hot or heuvy objects onto the uppliunce.

Remember to perform the desculing procedure at the end of euch
seuson (see puye 25). In areus where the wuter is purticularly hard
(rich in minerauls), the use of u commercidl unti-lime product udded to
the wdter is recommended. This cun be reyuested from De’Longhi
LTD.

Cleun the filters ut leust once u week.

Avoid using heuters heur the unit,

The unit should be transported in u verticul position. If this is hot
possible secure the unit at un angle, do not lie horizontdily.

Before trunsporting the unit drain the condensution collecting-tray
and tank. After transportation, wait at leust 1 hour before switching on
the unit.

The puckuying muateridls can be recycled. You are therefore recom-
mended to pluce them in the special contdiners for differentiated
wuste collection.

R407 refrigerunt respects the EEC ecoloygicul horms danywuy we
recommend you do hot perforute the refrigerunt circuit of the
appliance.
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How does your Pinguino work

During the summer, optimum comfort is achieved with a temperature of around 24 °C and 50%

relative humidity.

An dir conditioner removes moisture and heut from the room where it is locuted. One advantage
of portuble dir conditioning units over fitted mModels is that they cun be moved from one room to

another in the home or even trunsferred between different buildings.

The hot dir in your room is pussed through
u coil cooled by refrigerant gus,
removing excess heut and moistu-

re before beiny discharged
aguin into the room.

In single unit models, a small
umount of this dir is used to
cool the refrigerant gus,
then the hot and moist dir is
dischurged outside.

The followiny instructions will help you set up your dir conditioning unit us efficiently us possible.

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Preparation for use

HOW TO USE THE AIRCONDITIONER WITH WATER

These uir conditfioners cun use both dir und water 1o cool the condenser (the hot puart) of the dir
conditioner.

To utilise the full potential of your dir conditioner, the tank E heeds to be filed with water. The water
is used. To increuse the cooling power und reduce the hoise level und energy consumption of the dir
conditioner. The water that is used in then expelled from the muchine s water vapour through the
exhaust hose (it does not go into room).

Always use clean top water (which doesn’t contdin sdlts). As a rule the water will usudily last about 8
hours however this depends onh the conditions within the room, such as temperdature, humidity, insula-
tion und uspect und number of people. In turbo Mode the water will diso be used More yuickly.

You muy dlso use the dirconditioner on dir cooling only (without filling the water tank ). If you only requi-
re the lower cooling power.

During the "wuter functioning" operation and in particularly silent locations (ey the bedroom) u
slight gurgling sound may be heard. This is completely hormal.

IN HIGH HUMIDITY CONDITIONS
Water is extracted from the dir in the room, this water is dlso used to cool the condenser. When
the humidity is particulary high aun excess of water may buid up in the infernal fank. This cun be

drduined by removing the buny from the druin hose und draining into a suituble receptucle.

IMPORTANT: if the room temperature is 32°C or over the airconditioner must be operated with with
water in the tank.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

Before plugyiny in check thut;

o the muins supply corresponds to the
power supply shown on the rating plate;

e the socket und the muins leud correspond
to the power requirements of the applian-
ce;

SETTING THE TIMER (if supplied)

The programmer/timer , like dll clocks,
must be set o the exact time. If for example
it is 4.00 pm. (16.00), furn the didl in u clockwi-
se directfion (followiny the direction of the
arrow) until the humber 16 is lined up with the
friangular pointer (the darrows indicutes 4:00
P.M. upproximutely ).

The timer is in effect, an electric clock und
works only if the pluyg is connected to the
power supply. Whenhever the pluyg is discon-
nected or there is u power fuilure, the pro-
grammer stops (the clock is then “slow”) und
must be re-set.

When regulating the ther-
mostat, the dir conditioning function is tem-
porarily interrupted und the uhit continues to
operute in fun only mode. In this way, the
gppliance keeps the dir temperature within
the room even.

Delay on Start Up

1. A speciul sufety device will delay the start
of dir conditioniy by upproximutely 3 to 5
minutes when switching between func-
tions or on initial start up.

CLEANING THE FILTERS

Dust filter

All of the models ure eyuipped with a dust fil-
ter uble to cupture the dust particles suspen-
ded in the uir,

In order to muintuin the effectiveness of your
dir conditioner unaultered over time, remem-
ber to clean the dust filter every two weeks.
1. Remove the aspiration grill [ 6 ], (see fig. F);
2. Remove the filter holder housing by deta-
ching it from the external yrill. To detuch it,
press on the two wings found on the side of
the filter holder (see fiy. G)

Use g vacuum cleuner to remove the dust
deposits on the filter. If the filter is very dirty,

immerse it in warm water, rinsing it thoroughly.
The temperature of the water should be kept
under 40°C.

After wushing it, let the filter dry before re-
inserting it info the holder.

It is recommended that you cledn this at least
onhce u month using the following method:

START OF SEASON CHECKS

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Descaling

When the scale deposits become excessive
(on average, after about 400 hours of opera-
tion) or in any case, at least once each sea-
son, it is very important to proceed with the
decaicification of the appliance as described
below.
