e This uppliunce must be used exclusively for the purpose for which it wus expressly conceived,
namely as un dir conditioning unit for domestic use or similar.

e Any other use is considered improper und thus danygerous.

e Improper, incorrect or irresponsible use ubsolves the munufucturer from dll liability for resulting
dumuge.

When using uny electrical uppliunce, certuin fundumentdl rules should be respected, in purticular:

Do not tfouch the uppliunce with wet or dump hands or feet,

Protect the uppliunce from attmospheric ugents (ruin, sun, etc).

Alwuys position the uir conditioning unit on u stuble surfuce.

Do not use the uppliunce neur buth tubs, showers or sinks (Minimum distunce, 1T metre).

Keep the uppliunce uway from electric or convection heuters or other heut yeneruting uppliunces.

Never insert objects into the intfuke or outlet ventiluting holes.

Leuve u minimum of 50 cm between the uppliunce und furniture or wulls,

Do not rest unything on top of the uppliunce.

Avoid contuct with chemicul substunces.

Do not use the uppliunce without the filter.

Do nhot use the pluy to furn the uppliunce on and off, Always use the switch on the control panel.

Cleun the uir filter when dirty. The uppliunce is much more efficient when the dir filter is cleun.

Do not dllow children or unfit persons to use the uppliunce without udeyuute supervision.

Never dllow children to pluy with the uppliunce.

Children und elderly or disubled persons ure hot ulways aware of the potentidl risks deriving from

use of un electricul uppliunce. The uppliunce Mmust hever be used without udult supervision.

Never connect the uppliance to multiple sockets or extensions.

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Introduction

The portuble uir conditioner is u compuct unit for reguluting uir temperuture und humidity. Its extre-
mely flexible chauracteristics make it eusy to use ut uny fime und in any room. It cun be operuted in
multiple modes including cooling, dehumidifying und ventilating. The uppliunce hus been desighed
for domestic use und may be used in the home, office, etc.

It must be connected to u muins electricity supply with un impedunce of less thun 0.197 Ohms.

If necessury, consult your electricity supply compuny for informution on impedunce vulues.

TIPS FOR ENERGY SAVING

e Keep blinds und/or curtuins und windows closed during the sunniest hours of the duy (cooling
function).

o Keep the filter cleun. In normaul conditions, the filter should be cleuned ubout every forthight. The
filter eliminutes purt of the pollutunt particles or dust frunsported in the uir. Air quality thus depends
oh the fregquency with which the filter is cleuned.

In dehumidifying mode, the operating range
goes from +20°C to + 31°C. The temperuture
cunnot be selected in advaunce.

POWER SUPPLY

Do not use the exhuust hose to expel the
dir outside. The hot dir given out ut the
buck of the gppliunce should not be
expelled from the room.

TIMER FUNCTION

When the dir conditioning unit is off (but plug-
yed into the muins socket), to turn it on ut the
required time press the "TIMER ON/OFF" button
(" O—o" will appear on the display), then press
the " TIMER HOUR" button until the number of
hours to elupse before the dppliunce comes
on uppeurs on the displuy. Vice versu, when
the dir conditioning unit is on, to turn it off ut the
required time press the 'TIMER ON/OFF" button
(" o—ox" Wwill uppeur on the display), then press
the "TIMER HOUR" button until the humber of
hours to elapse before the appliunce goes off
uppeurs on the displuy. The timer cun be set
from one to 12 hours.

CONDENSATION DRAINAGE

When the dir conditioning unit is operuting in
dir conditioning or dehumidifying mode, the
condensution is collected in a specidl tunk.
When the tunk is full, the "tank full" indicutor
light on the control punel flushes.

Remove the condensution tank, empty and
repluce on the unit us shown in the followiny
figures.

Attention

1. While the dir conditioning unit is operating in
dir conditioning or dehumidifying mode, do
not extract the condensution tunk before it
is full, otherwise u buzzer will sound indicu-
ting that the compressor hus stopped. The
unit will switch to FAN mode.

2. To remove the tunk before it is completely
full, the unit Must be stopped by turning it off
or operdting it in FAN mode only, wditing
dubout three minutes to avoid the conden-
sation dripping outside the tank, then remo-
ving the tank.

3. Do not remove the cup of the tube in the
wuter tfunk compurtment (oresent in certuin
models only) while the unit is operating with
condensution collecting in the tank us this
could leud to leuks of wdter.

CONTINUOUS CONDENSATION DRAINAGE

To druin condensution continuously without

the dir conditioning unit shutting down, pro-

ceed us follows (Models desighed for conti-

nuous condensution druinuge only):

1. Puss the tube in the tunk compurtment
through the hole in the tank (see figure).

2. Remove the cup from the tube und con-
nect it to un externadl pipe (hot provided)
uble to druin the condensution continuou-
sly.

MAINTENANCE

e Turh the uppliunce off und unplug from
the muins before cleuninyg.

e Muke sure the unit is disconnected from dill
voltuyge before proceeding with muinte-
nunce. This avoids the risk of electric
shock.

e Never use chemicul solvents (such us ben-
zene und ulcohol) to cleun the surfuce of
the unit. This could scrutch or dumugye the
surface or even distort the external purt.

e Use wuter with delicute deteryents or u
soft cloth only to cleun or dry plustic parts.

e To cleun the condensution tfunk, remove
and completely empty it of water. Cleun
with heutral detergents, rinse and dry tho-
roughly.

Then repluce in the originul position.

AIR FILTER

If the dir filter is blocked by dirt or dust, the

flow of dir diminishes, reduciny the perfor-

maunce of the uppliunce und leuding to mul-
function. The uir filter must be cleuned aund/or
waushed ut leust once every two weeks.

1. Open the dir filter holder yrill by pulling it
towards the outside.

2. Remove the filter from the filter holder yrill.

3. Wush the dir filter by immersing it delicutely
in wurm wauter (ho more than 40° C) with
neutrdl detergent, rinse und dry comple-
tely in the shude.

4. Repluce the dry filter in the yrill, fustening it
with the pins on the inside surfuce of the
yrill.

5. Repluce the yrill on the unit.

END OF SEASON PROCEDURE
1.

Turn the ugppliance off and disconnect
from the mains by unplugyging from the
socket.

In models with u continuous condensution
drain tube only, before emptying the con-
densation water from the tank, remove the
cup from the plastic tube to endble water in
the tube to flow info the tank, then operdte
the unit in fan Mode for half u day to ensure
that the inside of the unit is completely dry.
