This uppliunce is designed for home dir condifioning and must not be used for other purposes.

It is dungerous to modify or dlter the characteristics of the uppliunce in uny way.

The gppliunce must be installed in conformity with legislation in force in the country concerned.

Repouirs curried out by unauthorised personnel may be dangerous.

If the power cuble is dumaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, an authorised service cen-
tre or u yudlified electriciun in order to eliminate dll risk.

Always transport the uppliance upright or resting on one side.

As with dll electricdl eguipment, whilst the instructions dim to cover us muny eventudiities s possible,
cuution und common sense should be dpplied when operating und installing this appliance.

At the end of its working life, tuke the uppliunce to u specidl collection centre.

The mauteridls used for puckuyging cun be recycled. You dre therefore recommended to dispose of
them in specidl differentiated waste collection contdiners.

The refrigerant gas R407¢ conforms to EC reguldtions on the environment. Avoid perforating the refri-
gerant circuit of the appliunce.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

FAN MODE

Adjust fun speed by pressing the FAN button (C) us described for the dir-conditioning mode.
Remember thut the higher the speed, the more dir is filtered. If you select "MIN" speed, less dir is
filtered but the appliance is dlso less noisy.

DEHUMIDIFYING MODE

Idedl for reducing the humidity in a room without lowering or ragising the temperature (spring or
autumn, dump rooms, rainy spells, etc).

When the dehumidifying mode is selected, the light (P) comes on.

At the sume time, the "MIN" fan speed light (M) comes on. In this mode, other speeds cunnot be
selected.

PROGRAMMING THE TIMER
The fimer cun be used to delay uppliaunce start up or shut down. This uvoids wausting electricity by
optimising operuting periods.

How to programme delayed start up

e Pluy the gppliance into a mains socket und press the ON/OFF button (A), then select the requi-
red operuting Mode und other seftinys (temperuture, fun speed, etfc).

The time increuses or decreuses in steps of one hour.

The light (H) flashes until the appliunce turhs off us programmed.

At the set time, the dir conditioner shuts down and remdains in standby.

Cleaning

Before cleaning or maintenance, turn the
appliance off by pressing the ON/OFF button
(A) or in models with remote _control unit, by
pressing the ON/OFF button @ then always
unplug the appliance from the mains socket.

CLEANING THE CABINET

You should cleun the uppliunce with a slightly
damp cloth then dry with a dry cloth.

For sufety reasons, hever wush the dir condi-
tioner with water.

Precautions

Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun
the uppliunce. Never spray insecticide ligquids
or similar.

CLEANING THE AIR FILTERS

To keep your uir conditioner working efficien-
tly, you should cleun the dust filter every week
of operution.

The filter is housed in the intake yrille.

To cleun the filters, remove the filter us shown
in figure F

collected on the filter.

If it is very dirty, immerse in warm wdater and
rinse a humber of times.

The water should never be hotter than 40°C.
After wushing, leuve the filter to dry.

Put the filter buck in its housing.
