If steam no longer escapes when you press the steam button, there is no water
left in the tank. For your safety, always follow the steps described below in the
given order to refill the water tank:

1. Disconnect the mains plug from the wall socket.

2. To protect against scalding, put a cloth over the safety seal before releasing it;

this way, escaping steam will first collect in the cloth.

3. Loosen the safety seal a little and wait until the remaining steam has fully
escaped.

4. Slowly unscrew the safety seal. Some steam may still escape!

5. Fill the measuring cup with water no further than the top measure mark and
fill the water into the tank. To avoid splashing, fill in the water slowly.

6. Screw the safety seal back on tightly.

7. Insert the mains plug back into the wall socket. The indicator light comes on.
After approx. 3 to 4 minutes, the indicator light goes off. The temperature of

the water is now high enough for steam to be generated. The appliance is now

again ready for use.
