As with dll electrical eyuip-
ment, whilst the instructions uim to cover us many eventudlities us possible, caution and
common sense should be dpplied when operdting und installing this appliance.

This uppliunce is desighed for home dir conditioning aund must not be used for other pur-
poses

It is dunygerous to modify or ulter the charucteristics of the uppliunce in any way.

The appliunce must be installed in conformity with hational legislation reguldating electrical
eyuipment and installations.

If the uppliance reyuires repuir, contact u Service Centre authorised by the munufacturer
only. Repuirs curried out by unauthorised personnel may be dungerous.

This appliance must be used exclusively by adults.

Never dllow the uppliunce to be used by people (including children) with psycholoyicual,
physicdl or sensory impdirments or with insufficient experience und knowledge, unless clo-
sely supervised und instructed by someone responsible for their sufety. Younyg children
should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

The uppliunce must be connected to un efficient edarth system. Have your electrical circuit
checked by d yudlified electrician.

Do not use extension cables.

Before cleuning or muintenunce, dlways unpluy the uppliance from the mains socket.
Never unpluy the uppliance by pulling on the power cuble.

Do not instdll the appliance in rooms contuining gus, oil or sulphur. Do not install near sour-
ces of heat

Keep the uppliunce at least 50 cm away from flummable substances (alcohol etc) or pres-
surised contdiners (ey uerosol cans).

Do not rest heavy or hot objects on top of the appliunce.

Cleun the dir filter ut leust once U week.

Avoid using heuting uppliunces neuar the dir conditioner.

Always transport the appliance upright or resting on one side. Before moving the applian-
ce, empty the interhul circuit completely of water. After moving the applianhce, wait at least
1 hour before starting it.

When putting the uppliunce awuy, do not cover with plustic bays.

The muateridls used for puckuying cun be recycled. You ure therefore recommended to dis-
pose of them in speciul differentiated waste collection contuiners.

At the end of its working life, consigh the dppliance to u specidilist collection centre.

If the power cuble is dumaged, it must be replaced by the munufacturer or un authorised
technicdl service centre in order to avoid dll risk.

Before fransporting the appliance, completely empty the internal circuit of water by pres-
sing the MODE und FAN buttons simultaneously for a few seconds without removing the
tank. Then empty the tank

the muins socket matches the pluy. If this is not the cuse, have the pluy replaced;

the muains socket is adeyuutely earthed. Failure to follow these important safety instructions
absolves the manufacturer of all liability.



WHAT IS THE PINGUINO

During the summer, you feel comfortuble ut a temperature of between 24 aund 27° C with a
relative humidity of ubout 50%.

An dir conditioner removes excess moisture and heut from the room where it is locuted.
Compared with installed models, portable dir conditioners have the advantage that they can
be moved from one room to dunother in the home or be transported from one building to
another.

Hot dir from the room is pussed through a coll
cooled by refrigerant gas. Excess heut and
moisture ure removed before the dir is re-
emitted into the room.

In single unit models, a smuall purt of
this dir is used to cool the refrigerant
yus und then, when hot und dump,
is dischurged outside.

PREPARING FOR USE

The instructions below will enuble you to prepure your dir condi-
tioner for operution us efficiently us possible.

Before use, muke sure the air intuke and outlet yrilles are unob-
structed.

AIR-CONDITIONING WITHOUT INSTALLATION
Just u few simple steps und your comfort is ensured with your
appliance:

Fit the dir exhaust hose in the housing dat the buck of the

yppliunce (fig. 1).

Fit the window outlet to the end of the hose.

Place the dir conditioner neur a window or French window.

Adjust the length of the hose to reuch the window.

Make sure the dir exhaust hose is unobstructed.

Open the window or French window slightly and position the

outlet (fig. 2).

If you huve a double window, use the sucker provided to hold

the two purts of the window together (fig. 3).

You cun dliso use the "adjustable bar' uccessory.

- Fit the window outlet in the housing in the bar (fiy. 4)

- Position the bar on the window sill and adjust until it fits in
the yuides of the blind (the length cun be blocked with
the plustic pin provided), then lower the blind (fig. 5).

- Fit the dir exhaust hose to the end of the window outlet.

Never turn the dir conditioner off by unplugyinyg from the mains. Always press the )
button, then wuit for u few minutes before unplugging. This dllows the appliance to per-
form a cycle of checks o verify operation.

To set this mode correctly:

e Press the MODE button a humber of times until the dehumidif-

ying symbol appedars, then press the + or - button until the
required humidity level is displayed. At the same time, the
Auto fan light comes on us the uppliunce automutically
selects the most uppropriate speed. Water is removed from
the dir und collected in the tunk ut the buack of the dir condi-
tioner. When the tank is full, the appliance shuts down und FE
(full tank) uppeurs on the display. The tfunk must be extracted
und emptied (fig. 15). When the tank hus been emptied, the
appliance starts up aguain.
The accessory continuous druin hose enubles the condensu-
te produced to be eliminated without requiring the tank to be
emptied periodicdlly. Fit the hose with the rapid coupling s
shown in fig. 16.

NB: In order for the continuous drain function to operate cor-
rectly, make sure the dccessory is fully connected to the
coupling. To releuse, press the coupling flange.

INSERTING OR REPLACING THE BATTERIES

SETTING THE TIME

After havinhy inserted the buatteries, the clock on the display flus-

hes until the time is set.

Hold the button down to run rapidly
through first the minutes, then the tenhs of minutes und then the hours.

¢ Once the correct time hus been reached, press the SET button to confirm.

If you heed to chunge the time ldter, press the SET button, then set us described dbove.

To cuncel the settings progrummed oh the remote control und restore the original settings,
press the RESET button lightly with the point of a pencil or pen.

SELECTING THE TEMPERATURE SCALE (FIG. 21)

Press the c/ol; button to switch the temperdature display from °C
to °F und vice versa.




SLEEP FUNCTION (FIG. 22)

This function is useful for the night us it gradudlly reduces operu-

tion of the appliance, turning it off after 8 hours.

To set this function correctly:

e Select the operuting mode (dir conditioning, dehumidifying
or smart as described above.

e Pressthe f{? button.

The uppliunce operdtes in the previously selected mode.

The SLEEP function muintuins the room at optimum temperature

without excessive fluctudtions in either temperature or humidity

and with silent operation.

Fan speed is aulways at minimum, while room temperature and

humidity vary gradudlly to ensure the most comfortuble condi-

tions.

During dir conditioning, the temperdature increuses by 1°C every

60 minutes and 2°C ufter 2 hours.

In dehumidifying, the humidity level increases by 5% dfter 60

minutes and 10% ufter 2 hours.

In both modes, the uppliance goes off ufter 8 hours.

. IONISER FUNCTION (CERTAIN MODELS ONLY) (FIG. 23)

The ioniser is aun electronic component which releuses hegutive
ions info the uir.

Rooms with a cleun pleusunt utmosphere have been shown to
have un ubundunce of heydtive ions, while rooms with stale dir
contuin abundunt positive ions.

The ioniser restores the correct balahce between the two types
of ion, reducing dust in the dir uhd generauting u pleusunt sensu-
fion of well-being.

This button uctivates the iohiser present in certain models.

This function cun be auctivated in dll operauting modes.

SWING FUNCTION (FIG. 24)

The SWING function moves the grille flups to distribute the dir uni-
formly in the room.

When the SWING button is pressed und the flups have begun
moviny dlternately forwards und buckwdards, pressing the button
aguin will lock the flups in their current position.

Pressing the button agadin will restart the flaps moving forwards
und backwards.

When the uppliunce is turhed off, the flaps will close irrespective
of their position.
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PROGRAMMING THE TIMER
The timer cun be programmed to start up and shut down to fit in
with your heeds.

Programming start up

Press the © ON button. The start-up time and messuge "ON
TIMER" flush on the remote control display (fig. 25).

Pressthe ¥ or A buftons to set the time you want the
uppliunce to start up.

When that fime is reached, press the SET button to confirm
(fig. 26). The messuye "ON TIMER" uppeurs on the remote con-
frol display und the ® symbol is displuyed on the uppliunce
to indicute that the timer is uctive.

Programming shutdown

Press the ® OFF bufton. The shutdown time and the messu-
ge "OFF TIMER' flash onh the remote conftrol display (fig. 27).
Pressthe § or A buttons to set the time you wunt the
uppliunce to shut down.

When that fime is reached, press the SET button to confirm
(fig. 28). The messuye "OFF TIMER" uppears oh the remote
control display and the C symbol is displayed on the
agppliance to indicute that the timer is active.

TIPS FOR CORRECT USE

To yget the best from your dir conditioner, follow these recom-

mendutions:

e close the windows und doors in the room to be dir conditio-
hed (fig. 29). Whenh instdlling the dir conditioner semi-perma-
nently, you should leave u door slightly open (us little as T cm)
to guurantee correct ventilation.

e Protect the room from direct exposure to the sun by puartidilly
closing curtuins and/or blinds to make the dppliunce much
more economicul to run (fiy. 30);

e hever rest objects of uny kind on the dir conditioner;

e do nhot obstruct the air infuke and outlet (fig. 31). Leuve the
yrilles free;

e muke sure there ure ho heut sources in the room.

e never use the uppliunce in very dump rooms (luundries for
exumple).

e never use the uppliunce outdoors.

e muke sure the dir conditioner is standing on d level surfuce. if
necessury, pluce the custor locks under the front wheels.

AIR PURIFYING FILTERS

The appliunce is fitted with a dust filter which retdins impurities in
the dir drawn in from the room and u 3M® electrostutic filter.
Some models ure fitted with a silver ion filter und g 3M® electro-
static filter (fig.32).

SILVER ION FILTER

The silver ion filter hot just retdins dust puarticles, but dlso has an
efficient antibacterial action. It dlso greutly reduces concentra-
fions of irritants such as pollen and spores.

The filter is tfreated with smuall particles of silver (on the scule of mil-
lionths of u millimetre) which are dble to block the multiplication
of und destroy uny bucteria or spores they come into contact
with.

3M® ELECTROSTATIC FILTER

The 3M® electrostatic filter retdins the finest dust particles, thus

enhuncing the filtering cupucity of the uppliunce.

To use the 3M® electrostdtic filter:

A) Remove the intuke yrille

B) Remove the filter from the packaging

C)Use the two plustic edyes of the 3M filter to hook it to the spe-
cial attachments on the dust filter dlready inside the intake
yrille.

CLEANING

Before cl?uning or muintenance, turh the dppliance off by pres-
sing the O putton on the control punel or remote control, wuit for
u few seconds then unpluy from the mains socket.

CLEANING THE CABINET
You should clean the appliance with a slightly damp cloth then dry
with a dry cloth.

4 Never wash the dir conditioner with water. It could be dunge-
rous.
Never use petrol, ulcohol or solvents to cleun the uppliunce.
Never spray insecticide liquids or similar,
CLEANING THE AIR FILTERS
To keep your uir conditioner working efficiently, you should:
1. Clean the dust/silver ion filter every week of operdation
2. Replace the 3M uir purifying filter at the end of euch seuson or
when exhuusted (see the instructions hear the filter housing on
the appliance). The filters are housed in the intuke grille. To clean
the filters, proceed us follows
1. Remove the intake yrille by rotating outwards (fig. 33).
2. Remove the 3M dir purifying filter (white).
3. Remove the dust/silver ion filter by detaching it from the grille.

Use u vacuum cleuner to remove dust accumulations from the
dust/silver ion filter.

If it is very dirty, immerse in warm wdater and rinse g humber of
times.

The water should nhever be hotter than 40°C.

After wushing, leuve the filter to dry.

To replace, put the filters back in the intake grille then attach the
intake grille to the appliunce.

4 Never try and wash or clean the 3M filter as this could redu-
ce its filtering capacity.When the filter is exhausted, repla-
ceit.

START OF SEASON CHECKS

Mdake sure the power cuble und pluy dure undumauyged und the
eurth system is efficient.

Follow the instullation instructions precisely.

END OF SEASON OPERATIONS

Pluce the uppliunce in stund-by.

To completely empty the internal circuit of water, press the MODE
und FAN or MODE und SPEED buttons (uccording to model) simul-
taneously for a few seconds without removing the tank .The water
in the internal circuit will drain into the tunk or through the conti-
nuous druin hose if connected.

Mdake sure the other end of the hose is heur a suitdble drain.
When completely drained, disconnect the continuous drain hose.
Cleun the filters and dry thoroughly before putting them back.
